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The Challenge 

Northern Sewage had an issue with weeds and vegetation growing on the 
dome covers of their aeration tanks. The grass and weed had colonised on 
the tanks and were damaging the blades of the fans that machinate and    
oxygenate the waste water as it fell into the tanks during the treatment   
process.  

An appropriate solution to the problem was difficult to find as the plastic 
domes would not bear the weight of a person or machine, and any            
vegetation being removed could fall into the untreated water causing     
damage to the aerators. Accessing the domes would also be hazardous due 
to the speed of water flowing around the aeration basins.  

The health and safety issues of dealing with a tank holding 26 million litres of 
sewage were also considerable.  

The Solution 

Aquatic Solutions were able to use their amphibious Truxor DM 5000 to 
overcome the issue of access.  

Due to no available access for any machinery, the Truxor was craned into 
each section of the sewage plant. Being amphibious, the Truxor moved 
around the water removing the vegetation to a skip that was lifted in and out 
of the water by the crane, so that the vegetation was removed completely. 

The plan for the project was to float the vehicle on the water alongside the 
domes, from where Truxor operator and his assistant were able to use      
various attachments to remove all the weeds and vegetation.  

 

The Result 
 
The Aquatic Solutions team were able to clear the domes of all vegetation 
and safely remove it from the site. 
 
Full functionality was restored to the aeration tanks with no danger of   
breakdowns caused by excessive and unwanted vegetation.
